The following are a few excerpts from the current
operation of vehicles bylaw (Bylaw No. 2016-12):

* The speed limit within the Town of Lampman
is 40 km/hr, unless otherwise posted.

No vehicles (including campers, trailers, etc.)
may be parked in any one place for 24 hours
or more.

No parking within 10 metres of any
intersection or fire hydrant.

All pets must have a Town of Lampman pet
licence. These pet licences are good for the
life of the pet. [f your pet loses the tag you
will have to purchase another tag for that pet.

Estevan Humane Society will not accept any
animals from Lampman and area as they are
generally at or beyond their capacity. For this
reason, any pets caught at large will be
impounded and transported to the Regina
Humane Society. Any and all costs for the
transportation and retrieval of these pets are
the sole responsibility of the pet owner.
